
POINT 1: (Acts 4:10-12)

"Let it be known to all of you and to all the people of Israel, that 
by the name of Jesus Christ the Nazarene, whom you 
crucified, whom God raised from the dead - by this name 
this man stands here before you in good health.  He is the stone 
which was rejected by you, the builders, but which became the 
chief corner stone.  And there is salvation in no one else; for 
there is no other name under heaven that has been given 
among men by which we must be saved."

The Bible says if you want to be saved you must do it through the 
name of Jesus Christ the Nazarene, who was crucified and whom 
God raised from the dead. 

If this is true, then seeking God, outside of Jesus, is vain!

POINT 2: (ROMANS 10:12-13)

"For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; for the same 
Lord is Lord of all, abounding in riches for all who call on Him; for 
whoever will call on the name of the Lord will be saved."

The Bible says, everyone, without distinction, can call.  If you call 
on Jesus, you will be saved and He will be rich to you.

You need to call on Jesus!

POINT 3: (PSALM 34:8)

"O taste and see that the Lord is good; How blessed is the man 
who takes refuge in Him!" 

The Bible says the Lord is good to taste and exhorts you to try 
Him.  How blessed you will be for it.  This tasting is like a trying of 
a foreign food to see if you like it.  One way to taste God is to call 
on His name.  This trying is not to be convinced but experienced.
